Council Meeting – Regular Minutes

Tuesday, September 11, 2012

Town Hall Council Chambers @ 6:00 PM 
James Brough from the Wyoming DEQ met with the Council and the public and provided a presentation about the Town of Basin sewer lagoon. Present: Mayor Kania, Dave Cooper, Deb Rathbun, Lyle King, Sherman Allred, Steve Vanderploeg, Katrina Jares, Karla Pomeroy.

A Regular Meeting of the Town of Basin Council resumed in the Council Chambers of the Town Hall in Basin, WY on Tuesday, September 11, 2012 at 7:00 PM.

Council Members present: Mayor Amy Kania, Dave Cooper, Deb Rathbun, Lyle King and Heath Hopkin.  Also present were Karla Pomeroy, Brandon Ohman with TCT West, Town Engineer Sherman Allred, Town Attorney Kent Richens, Steve Vanderploeg, Chief of Police Chris Kampbell, Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Katrina Jares, Bill Stoelk, Keith Pederson, Colin Burns, Stuart DesRosier, Kristy DesRosier, Mark Schlattmann, Fred Willert, and Ryan Julson.

The Regular Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Dave Cooper made the motion and Deb Rathbun seconded to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  1)  Minutes from the Regular Council Meeting on 8/14/12, Special Meeting Minutes from 9/4/12;  2)  August Financial Report; 3)  Vouchers  $243,006.31 + Payroll Gross $50,611.38 GT=$293,618.29;  4)  Municipal Court Report; 5)  Delinquent Accounts:  $66,055.32(30 days-Current), $11,119.31 (60 days), and $20,080.39 (90 days).  The vote to approve the Consent Agenda was unanimous.
Public Comments:  None

Planning and Zoning Commission:  The minutes from 8/28/12 meeting were presented.  Wheeler’s B-Street and River Drive Street Vacation Request was considered.  The Planning and Zoning Commission recommends that should the town allow the vacation of the streets with the stipulations that a utility easement be put into place, the Wheeler’s should first place all of their in-town property into one parcel that could later be subdivided, as the rules at the time of sale apply, if they wanted to sell a portion, pay for survey, legal for new deeds, title search and any other pertinent costs.  The council discussed potential impacts on the utility easement and potential future riverfront pathway.  Deb Rathbun made a motion to table the agreement until the property owners are at the meeting to discuss the proposal.  Lyle King seconded the motion.  Vote to table was unanimous.

ORDINANCE 617:  Brush/Branch Chipping, 3rd Reading:  Lyle King made the motion to approve Ordinance 617 on 3rd Reading, Deb Rathbun seconded the motion and the motion passed with a unanimous vote.

ORDINANCE 618:  Electric Rates 3rd Reading:  Lyle King made the motion to approve Ordinance 618 on 3rd Reading, Heath Hopkin seconded and the motion passed with a unanimous vote.

The Council discussed the submission of a grant to help fund the installation of sewer mains (replacements and new extensions) to serve block 6 of the Holdredge Heights Addition plus one unplatted lot annexed in 1997 served by the same main. Mayor Kania advised the council that she had spoken to the SLIB office and confirmed that the Town is eligible for 75% funding due to the population being less than 1300 persons.  Three options were discussed concerning the various main placement and costs of a new line. After discussion and input from the affected property owners the council decided that the Town would plug and abandon the existing clay tile line and prescriptive easement and move the line to the Utility Easement with to the South with the addition of new main in Crescent from A-street to Snow Street. The Town will bear the cost of the line.  Lyle King made the motion to move forward with the proposed project as above with no Local Improvement District being required. Heath Hopkin seconded the motion. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Resolution 2012-0910-1 was discussed.  Dave Cooper moved to pass Resolution 2012-0910-1 authorizing submission of a Federal Mineral Royalty Capital Construction Account Grant Application to the State Loan and Investment Board for the purpose of installing sewer mains in Crescent Drive and to 12th Street.  Heath Hopkin seconded the motion.  Motion to approve was unanimous.

Resolution 2012-0910-2 was discussed concerning rates for the Crescent Drive and 12th Street Sewer Project.  Lyle King moved to pass Resolution 2012-0910-2 which stated that rates would not need to be raised for this project as reserve funds would be used to pay the match.  Deb Rathbun seconded the motion.  Motion to approve was unanimous.

A corrected Catering Permit was submitted by the Library and Dirty Annie’s as the event is to take place in Washington Park and not the Library as the previous permit stated. Deb Rathbun motioned to approve with the stipulation that alcohol must stay within the roped off event area. Dave Cooper seconded the motion. The vote to approve was unanimous.

The South Street local traffic only request brought forth at the Workshop meeting was reviewed by Chief Kampbell and Steve Vanderploeg.  At this time their recommendation is to increase patrols in the area instead of increasing signage. Council concurred.

Mayor Kania gave the council a review of the proposed vehicle bid list.  Chief Kampbell advised that he has still not heard from Deaver in regards to the old patrol vehicle.  Deb Rathbun updated the council that the old ambulance can be moved forward for sale, and that the Rural Health Board requests that the lights be taken off and signage removed before sale.  It was agreed that all vehicles on the list would be put out for sealed bid and listed “as is” and that the advertisement would advise that the Town reserves the right to withdraw any vehicle at any time before the bid opening.  

The Roundtable discussion included a request from Lyle King for research into private land application of treated lagoon water, specifically water right issues using Cowley as a resource for information. Heath Hopkin mentioned the proposal from the BCAC concerning the sale of old projectors to fund the new furnace at the BCAC.  Heath stated if sold any monies should be returned to the Town’s general fund.

Heath Hopkin made the motion to enter into Executive Session at 9:08 pm to discuss personnel; Lyle King seconded the motion and the motion carried with a unanimous vote.

The Council came out of Executive Session at 9:25 pm. With no further business, Heath Hopkin made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting, Dave Cooper seconded. Meeting Adjourned at 9:27 pm.
